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Brazil is an emerging scientific power and rapidly becoming a regional and international research leader. Leadership requires more
than high-quality scientific publications and qualified researchers. Although these are the traditionally recognized hallmarks of
excellence, they have little value if not accompanied by high standards for integrity in research [1,2]. Evidence for this is more than
apparent in the grand ethical challenges faced in global discussions about emerging technologies, climate change, exploitation of
natural resources, but also science and society, data sharing, data protection, copyright and intellectual property rights [3,4].

In this global scenario, the following issues should be considered:

i. Accountability in science and public trust in research results have increasingly been recognized as part of these grand
ethical challenges, particularly as dialogues between science and society have become stronger in contemporary science.

i. Accountability and public trust in science have been identified as crucial aspects of governance in science, technology and
innovation (S,T&l), and fostering accountability is closely related to promoting research integrity, as noted in international documents
such as The Singapore Statement on Research Integrity (2010) [5] and others.

iii. Research integrity, excellence and creativity are major assets for competitiveness in S, T&l.

iv. The perception that a meaningful contribution to science is inseparable from accountability in research has led to
significant changes in criteria for judgment of the quality and soundness of research projects and articles.

V. Quality and soundness of research are interconnected features that depend on reliability of data and their faithful
representation in the research record.

Vi. Quality and soundness of research may be affected by undisclosed conflicts of interests, which can distort the research
record and mislead the research community.

Vii. In Brazil, growing incentives for collaborative projects that are conducted in an increasingly competitive international
environment may lead to more successful results if institutions, academic journals, scientific societies and funding agencies establish
strategic measures to promote and sustain accountability and public trust in science.

viii. The State of S&o Paulo Foundation for Research Support (FAPESP) and the Brazilian National Council on Scientific and
Technological Development (CNPq) have paved the way for establishing a culture of accountability in Brazilian science.

iX. Brazilian science is expected to broaden its commitment to promoting and sustaining a culture of research integrity in its
national and international research endeavors.

As an attempt to address these issues and contribute to fostering research integrity initiatives in Brazil, the Il Brazilian
Meeting on Research Integrity, Science and Publication Ethics (Il BRISPE) recommends that all institutions should
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1. include, promote and publicize RI/RCR guidelines and materials in their websites - for example, The Singapore Statement on
Research Integrity, 2010 [5]; FAPESP's Code for Good Research Practices, 2011 [6], and CNPg’s Directives for Research Integrity,
2011 [7]; and Cooperation between Research Institutions and Joumals on Research Integrity Cases: Guidance from the Committee
on Publication Ethics — COPE, 2012 [8];

2. include research integrity guidelines in their strategic approach to research excellence;

3. raise awareness that plagiarism in all classwork is academic violation, be it in elementary school, high school or university.
Provide educational materials showing that plagiarism in academic monographs, dissertations and theses is also an illegal practice
in Brazil.

4. provide educational activities on RI/RCR among students and faculty to stimulate institutional discussion about local concerns;
5. encourage students and faculty to engage in national and international meetings and/or courses on RI/RCR;

6. stimulate awareness-raising activities about the role of publication ethics and authorship in national and international collaborative
works;

7. provide opportunities for students and faculty to develop international language skills, ethical writing practices, and the ability to
communicate accurately and responsibly the results of science, technology and innovation to their peers and to society;

8. develop initiatives to promote accountability and public trust in science among undergraduate and graduate students.
9. publicize this document among Brazilian students, researchers and faculty.

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Declaragao Conjunta sobre Integridade em Pesquisa do Il Encontro Brasileiro de Integridade em
Pesquisa, Etica na Ciéncia e em Publicagdes (Il BRISPE), 28 Maio-01 de Junho de 2012
(Recomendagdes dos Membros Participantes do Grupo de Trabalho do Il BRISPE)

O Brasil vem se tornando rapidamente uma poténcia cientifica e sua comunidade de pesquisa vem estabelecendo uma posigao de
lideranga n&o apenas no cenario regional da ciéncia na América Latina, mas também no cenario internacional. Estabelecer essa
lideranga, entretanto, exige mais do que publicagdes cientificas de alto impacto e pesquisadores qualificados. Embora essas
caracteristicas sejam tradicionalmente reconhecidas como marcas de exceléncia, elas tém pouco valor se néo estiverem atreladas
a altos padrdes de integridade cientifica [1,2]. Essa caracteristica & mais do que evidente nos grandes desafios éticos que hoje se
revelam nas discussdes globais sobre novas tecnologias, mudangas climéticas, exploragdo dos recursos naturais, mas também
sobre ciéncia e sociedade, protegdo e compartilhamento de dados, sobre direitos autorais e propriedade intelectual [3,4]. Neste
panorama global, as seguintes questdes devem ser consideradas:

i. A responsabilizagao nas atividades cientificas e a confianga publica nos resultados de pesquisa séo hoje percebidas como parte
dos desafios éticos mais atuais na ciéncia contemporanea, sobretudo num momento em que se intensificam os dialogos entre
ciéncia e sociedade.

ii. A responsabilizagao nas atividades cientificas e a confianga pUblica na ciéncia s&o hoje consideradas aspectos cruciais no ambito
da governanga em ciéncia, tecnologia e inovagéo (C,T&l). Essa responsabilizagdo esta intimamente relacionada a promogao da
integridade cientifica, como j& sinalizado em documentos internacionais, como a Declarag@o de Cingapura sobre Integridade em
Pesquisa (2010) [5] e outros. iii. Hoje, integridade cientifica, exceléncia em pesquisa e o potencial criativo das instituicdes estéo
dentre os principais fatores que definem competitividade em C,T&.

iv. A percepgao de que uma contribuigao significativa para a ciéncia é inseparavel da responsabilizagao nas atividades de pesquisa
se reflete em mudangas significativas nos critérios de julgamento sobre a qualidade e solidez de projetos e de artigos cientificos.

v. Qualidade e solidez s&o caracteristicas interligadas, que dependem da confiabilidade dos dados e de sua fiel representagao nos
registros de pesquisa.

vi. Qualidade e solidez podem ser afetadas por conflitos de interesses n&o revelados, que podem distorcer os registros de pesquisa
e enganar a comunidade de pesquisa.

vii. No Brasil, crescentes incentivos para o desenvolvimento de projetos colaborativos, em um ambiente internacional cada vez mais
competitivo, podem gerar resultados ainda mais promissores se as instituicdes, periodicos académicos, sociedades cientificas e
agéncias de financiamento estabelecerem medidas estratégicas para promover e sustentar a responsabilizagéo nas atividades de
pesquisa e a confianga publica na ciéncia.

viii. A Fundag&o de Amparo a Pesquisa do Estado de S&o Paulo (FAPESP) e o Conselho Nacional de Desenvolvimento Cientifico e
Tecnologico (CNPq) recentemente promoveram agdes pioneiras para o estabelecimento de uma cultura de responsabilizagéo na
ciéncia brasileira.

ix. A ciéncia brasileira deve ampliar seu compromisso de promover e manter uma cultura de integridade cientifica sintonizada com
os dialogos internacionais que hoje se travam sobre RI/RCR [sigla internacional para “research integrity and responsible conduct of
research” — integridade em pesquisa e conduta responsavel em pesquisa].
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Como uma tentativa de abordar essas questdes e contribuir com iniciativas para promover agdes sobre integridade
cientifica no Brasil, o Il Encontro Brasileiro sobre Integridade em Pesquisa, Etica na Ciéncia e em Publicagdes (Il BRISPE)
recomenda que as instituigoes do pais

1. incluam, promovam e divulguem orientagfes sobre RI/RCR e materiais informativos e didaticos sobre o tema em seus sites
oficiais — recomendando-se como documentos-base a Declaracéo de Cingapura sobre Integridade em Pesquisa, 2010 [5]; o Codigo
de Boas Praticas em Pesquisa da FAPESP, 2011 [6], as Diretivas para a Integridade da Pesquisa do CNPq, 2011 [7], e 0
documento "Cooperaco entre Instituicdes de Pesquisa e Periddicos em Casos de Integridade em Pesquisa: Orientacdo do Comité
[Internacional] de Etica em Publicaces” do COPE, 2012 [8];

2. incluam diretrizes sobre integridade cientifica em suas abordagens estratégicas para promover a exceléncia em pesquisa;

3. conscientizem os alunos de que o plagio é uma violagdo académica, seja no ensino fundamental, ensino médio ou universitario.
As instituicdes de ensino e pesquisa do pais devem fornecer materiais educativos que mostrem que o plagio em monografias,
dissertagdes e teses também &, além de violagao académica, uma prética ilegal no Brasil;

4. proporcionem atividades educativas sobre RI/RCR entre alunos e professores para estimular a discuss&o institucional sobre as
preocupagdes locais que devem ser trabalhadas;

5. incentivem os alunos e professores a participar de reunides nacionais e internacionais e/ou cursos sobre RI/RCR;

6. estimulem atividades de sensibilizagdo sobre o0 papel da ética em publicagbes e sobre a autoria académica em trabalhos
colaborativos, sejam eles nacionais ou internacionais;

7. oferegam oportunidades para que estudantes e professores possam desenvolver competéncias linguisticas internacionais para a
comunicagao responsavel da ciéncia e seus resultados para seus pares € para a sociedade;

8. desenvolvam iniciativas, entre os estudantes de graduagao e pds-graduagéo, para promover a nogao de responsabiliza¢do nas
atividades de pesquisa e a confianga publica na ciéncia;

9. divulguem este documento entre estudantes, pesquisadores e professores brasileiros.
